Step 2 : Insert Audio splitter on PC or Android phone,
then insert one end of the audio cable on the Vest and
the other end on the splitter.

Step 3 : Open the music or video and start to experience.

@Command Drive Mode :

Step 1: Switch to Command Drive Mode : Turn on INAVR™ VEST,
press + and — button simultaneously ( refer to operation
interface instruction® ) .

Step 2: Connect the computer via Bluetooth or USB Micro,
refer to Page * [Connection mode].

Step 3: Open the game program (connect to the Vest
automatically, then the blue light of control center will
start to flash after successful connection) and start to

experience.
